THE CONNECTICUT APPALOOSA ASSOCIATION 
BY-LAWS
Revised March 27, 2010
ARTICLE I
SECTION 1:
All By-Laws of the Connecticut Appaloosa Association and all amendments 

thereto and all revisions thereof, heretofore enacted prior to June 1998 is 

hereby repealed and the following articles substituted therewith.
ARTICLE II
TITLE, LOCATION, AFFILIATION AND PURPOSE
SECTION 1:
The name of the association shall be The Connecticut Appaloosa 

Association.
SECTION 2:
The Connecticut Appaloosa Association is associated with the Appaloosa 

Horse Club, Inc. Moscow, Idaho, hereinafter referred to as the Appaloosa 

Horse Club, Inc.
SECTION 3:
The Connecticut Appaloosa Association shall be headquartered at the 

address of the President.  At year-end, all club records shall be turned 

over to the President to be archived.
SECTION 4:
The Purpose of the Connecticut Appaloosa Association shall be:
A. To Cooperate and aid, in every way possible, the programs and 

functions of the Appaloosa Horse Club, Inc.
B. To recognize that the parent organization, The Appaloosa Horse Club, Inc., files records and issues certificate of registration for such animals thought to be fit for the register.  The primary function of The Connecticut Appaloosa Association will be to promote interest in the breed and youth program from a regional standpoint in complete cooperation with the overall programs of The Appaloosa Horse Club, Inc.
C. To promote and stimulate interest in the Appaloosa Horse registered in The Appaloosa Horse Club, Inc. at all levels.
D. To gain breed classes for Appaloosa Horses registered in The Appaloosa Horse Club, Inc. in local, county and state horse shows and fairs.
E. To forward historical data, bloodlines, records and general information, etc. to the Executive Secretary of the Appaloosa Horse Club, Inc. when it would be requested or helpful.
F. To make reports of The Connecticut Appaloosa Association activities to The Appaloosa Horse Club, Inc.
G. To educate the members in the need for the proper care of all horses and the Appaloosa horse in particular.
H. To recognize the accomplishments and merits of the members and associates on a yearly basis (i.e. year-end banquet or awards ceremony).
ARTICLE III
MEMBERSHIP, ASSOCIATE, DUES AND FISCAL YEAR
SECTION 1:
The following people are eligible to become a member of the Connecticut 

Appaloosa Association:  (1) any person owning an Appaloosa horse eligible 

for registration with the ApHC or demonstrating an interest in Appaloosa 

horses.  (2) any person associated with the Appaloosa horse industry, such 

as a trainer, exhibitor, supplier, veterinarian, show manager, farrier, or 

approved judge, steward or ring master.
A. Membership in The Connecticut Appaloosa Association shall consist of
three (3) classifications:
Individual:  Eighteen (18) years and older
Youth:  Under the age of eighteen (18)
Family:  Includes children under the age of eighteen (18)
B. Dues shall be determined on an annual basis.
C. Membership fees shall be paid upon application for membership.  Annual dues are payable on March 1st of each year and shall expire at the end of the fiscal year.  There shall be a grace period of sixty (60) days, beginning March 1st.
D. Membership in The Connecticut Appaloosa Association is non-transferable.
SECTION 2:
The following people are eligible to become an Associate of the 

Connecticut Appaloosa Association:  Any person riding a non-registered 

Appaloosa and/or any other breed on the Open Circuit who wants to be 

eligible for year-end awards.
A. Associates in The Connecticut Appaloosa Association shall consist of three (3) classifications:
Individual:  Eighteen (18) years and older
Youth:  Under the age of eighteen (18)
Family:  Includes children under the age of eighteen (18)
B. Associate fees shall be determined on an annual basis.
C. Associate fees shall be paid upon application for membership.  Annual fees are payable on March 1st of each year and shall expire at the end of the fiscal year.  There shall be a grace period of sixty (60) days, beginning March 1st.
D. Associate status in The Connecticut Appaloosa Association is non-transferable. 
SECTION 3:
Each active adult member who is a member of both the National Appaloosa 

Club and The Connecticut Appaloosa Association shall have the privilege 

of one (1) vote.
SECTION 4:
All monies received shall be used for breed advertisements, expenses of 

shows, breed promotional work, and other work in connection with the 

purpose of The Connecticut Appaloosa Association as approved by the 

Board of Directors.  Award expenditures shall not exceed thirty percent 

(30%) divided between the regional and open circuit programs.
SECTION 5:
The fiscal year for the Connecticut Appaloosa Association is January 1st to 

December 31st. 
ARTICLE IV
MEETINGS AND ELECTIONS
SECTION 1:
The annual meeting of the membership of The Connecticut Appaloosa 

Association shall be held in conjunction with the awards banquet each year

 at a time and place, as the Board of Directors shall designate.  Notice shall 

be made thirty (30) days prior to the meeting date.
SECTION 2:
At the Annual meeting, a slate with a minimum of three (3) Directors, 

Secretary, and Treasurer whose terms have expired shall be presented.  

Nominations may be made from the nominating committee or from the 

floor.
SECTION 3:
There shall be a general membership meeting throughout the year, on an as

 needed  Basis, Notice of the meetings shall be given in writing to the members, 

posted not less than fifteen (15) days before the meeting.  

Announcement in the official publication of The Connecticut Appaloosa 

Association shall constitute due notice and include the proposed agenda.
SECTION 4:     
A quorum for conducting elections and other business at the membership meetings

 of The Connecticut Appaloosa Association shall consist of fifteen (15%) percent

of the paid membership.  If a quorum is not present for a meeting, those members 

 present at a second meeting shall constitute a quorum.
SECTION 5:   
     No member may be nominated for office until he or she has attained 

     eighteen (18) years of age.
SECTION 6:         Voting by proxy, in any form, shall be prohibited.
ARTICLE V
BOARD OF DIRECTORS
SECTION 1:         The Board of Directors shall consist of seven (7) members serving a three (3) 

     year term.  Board members are eligible to be reinstated at the end of each 

     three (3) year term.
SECTION 2:        The possession and maintenance of The Connecticut Appaloosa Association's 

    property shall be the responsibility of any member(s) appointed by the Board 

    of Directors.
SECTION 3:         The Board of Directors' meetings are open to any Officer or Director of 


The Connecticut Appaloosa Association, officials of The Appaloosa Horse 


Club, Inc. or any spokesperson whose presence has been requested by the 


Board of Directors.
SECTION 4:         The Board of Directors shall take whatever action is deemed necessary to 

                carry out the purpose of The Connecticut Appaloosa Association, without 


 membership vote, when deemed necessary.
SECTION 5:          The Board shall meet a minimum of four (4) times per year.  Any Director 


 missing three (3) consecutive meetings, without just cause, shall be 


 dropped from the board.
SECTION 6:          There shall be a minimum of the simple majority of the Board of Directors 


present to constitute a quorum.

SECTION 7:          It is recommended that members elected to the Board of Directors, 


Shall be a member of The Connecticut Appaloosa Association, for a 


period of one (1) year prior to his or her election to the Board of Directors. 


Exceptions to this recommendation may be made by a majority vote of the


Board of Directors.
SECTION 8:         A vacancy on the Board of Directors shall be filled by an appointment by 


the Board of Directors to run until the end of the current term.
SECTION 9:         The Board of Directors have the authority to remove from office an Officer 


or Director for any reason they feel is detrimental to the welfare of The 


Connecticut Appaloosa Association.  A general membership meeting must 


be called within thirty (30) days to review and concur, modify or reject 


such action.
ARTICLE VI
OFFICERS
SECTION 1:         The officers of The Connecticut Appaloosa Association shall be President, 


Vice President, Secretary, and Treasurer.  The terms of the President and 


Vice President are for two (2) years.  The terms for Secretary and 


Treasurer are for two (2) years.
SECTION 2:        The President of The Connecticut Appaloosa Association shall be elected 

    by the General Membership from the Board of Directors.  The Directors 


  shall be present a slate of nominees. A prerequisite of being nominated and 


  shall be that a nominee must have at least one (1) year of experience on 

     the Board or Directors or as an Officer within a five (5) year period prior to  

     the beginning of the new term of office.
SECTION 3:         The President shall preside over all meetings, perform all duties incident to 


such office, and such other further duties as may from time to time be 


required of him or her by the members or Directors and appoint auditing 


committees with full voting privileges.
SECTION 4:         The Vice President shall be elected by the General Membership from the 


Board of Directors.  The membership shall present a slate of nominations 


of those qualified.  A prerequisite of being nominated shall be one (1) year 


experience on the Board of Directors or as any officer within a five (5) 


year period prior to the beginning of the new term of office.
SECTION 5:         The Vice President shall perform all duties of the President in the event of 


the President's absence or disability.
SECTION 6:         The Secretary shall give all notices required b law, and all notices required 


by the By-Laws of the association and shall keep an accurate record of all 


the minutes of the meetings of The Connecticut Appaloosa Association.  All 


records are to be turned over to the President.
SECTION 7:         The Treasurer shall keep an accurate record of all financial transactions of 


The Connecticut Appaloosa Association.  He or she shall receive and 


safely keep all monies in the club bank account and rights of the 


association.  He or she shall keep properly and accurate records of the 
                           finances of this association and all books shall be open for inspection and 


examination by the Board of Directors or any committee appointed by the 


President.  The Treasurer is authorized to expend the sum of  $50.00 on 


association business without prior authorization of the Board of        


Directors.  A monthly statement shall be published and presented at all 


meetings.
SECTION 8:         All officers are each entitled to one (1) vote at the Board of Directors 


meetings.
SECTION 9:          No officer shall hold more than one officer's position in the association at 


one time.
ARTICLE VII
AMENDMENTS
SECTION 1:         Proposed amendment to these By-Laws shall be submitted, in writing, to 


the Secretary so that they may appear on the notice of the next General 


Membership meeting.

SECTION 2:         The Secretary shall submit the proposed amendments to the officers ad 


Directors for their recommendation to the membership at their next 


meeting.
SECTION 3:         The Amendment, to pass, must receive a two-third (2/3) majority vote in 


favor of  those members present and voting.
ARTICLE VIII
APPROVAL
SECTION 1:         These By-Laws shall be considered adopted upon approval of two-thirds 


(2/3) of all membership present at the meeting called for the express 


purpose of considering and adopting a Constitution.
