2011 OPEN CIRCUIT RULES
 
1.  Any open horse show may be used for accruing points.
 
1.   Any member, in good standing, may register for the Open Circuit program.
 
1. Horse must be registered with the ApHC in Moscow, Idaho and/or the Canadian ApHC to qualify for Appaloosa Division year-end awards. 
 
1. Points will count only after receipt, by the CAA Open Circuit Point keeper the completed nomination form, copies of the horse's registration papers (front and back) if competing for year end Appaloosa division awards, appropriate fees .
 
1.  It is the responsibility of the individual member to keep an accurate record of placings on the forms provided by the CAA.  Number of entries is actual number of competitors in a class and not the number entered or signed up for the class.
 
1. It is the responsibility of the individual member to have the record form signed by the show secretary and send the completed form and a copy of class list to the Open Circuit Point keeper within 15 days of said show.  No points will be accepted by the point keeper until the above mentioned forms have been received.  NO POINTS WILL BE ACCEPTED AFTER 15 DAYS OF THE SHOW DATE.
 
1. Points will accrue from April 1st through October 31st of each year.
 
1. Awards will be published on the website. Web address:  http://www.ctappaloosa.com
 
1. You must show or work (minimum of 4 hours) at the CAA Colonial Classic Open Horse Show in order to qualify for year-end awards.  Any exceptions must be presented to the Open point keeper prior to the Open Show.  
 
1. CAA Open Circuit year-end awards will be based on your top six pinnings. .  
 
1.  Listed below are the division restrictions and the classes that are eligible to accrue points:
 
Adult (over 18 as of January 1st)
Showmanship, Western Equitation, Western Pleasure, Western Trail, English Equitation (including Equitation Over Fences and Equitation on the flat), English Pleasure (including Hunter Under Saddle and Pleasure on the flat), English Trail.
 
Adult Walk-Trot (over 18 years old as of January 1st). Open to English or Western and must never have entered a class at any show that required a canter or lope.
Showmanship, Equitation, Pleasure, Trail
 
Youth (18 years and under as of January 1st)
Showmanship, Western Equitation, Western Pleasure, Western Trail, English Equitation (including Equitation Over Fences and Equitation on the flat), English Pleasure (including Hunter Under Saddle and Pleasure on the flat), English Trail.
 
Youth Walk-Trot – (18 years and under as of January 1st).  Open to English or Western and must never have entered a class at any show that required a canter or lope.
Showmanship, Equitation, Pleasure, Trail
 
Leadline – Must be 8 years old or under as of January 1st.  Rider must be a member and nominated with a horse but may exhibit and accumulate points on any horse.  Open to English or Western.
 Equitation, Pleasure, Trail 
 
Open Classes – (Any seat any age)
Halter (class cannot be restricted by breed), Hunter Over fences, Command, Crossrails
 
Appaloosa Classes – (Any seat any age, must be a registered Appaloosa), Color Breed Classes will count toward Appaloosa classes.
Halter, Equitation, Pleasure, Trail, Command
 
Green Horse Classes – (horse must be in first or second year of showing) English and Western Pleasure, Trail 
	
1.  Each division will be awarded a High Point champion and reserve champion.  Only classes in which a horse/rider have qualified in will count toward the division high point champion and reserve.  Any tie for year-end Champion or Reserve Champion will be broken by the placing in that class or division for the Colonial Classic series.  There for there will be no Co-Champion or Co-Reserve Champions.  Classes will be awarded a champion and reserve champion as follows:
